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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study was to investigate the role of responsibility and emotional
intelligence in predicting the academic achievement of female high school students.
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m The leading research method was descriptive-correlational. The statistical
population included all female high school students, of whom Y. were selected by multi-
stage cluster sampling based on Morgan table. To collect academic achievement data,
students' GPA of two semesters, Gaffe responsibility assessment checklist and standard shot
of emotional intelligence scale were used. Multiple regression analysis was used to analyze
the data.

MThe results showed that there is a positive and significant relationship between the
variables of responsibility and emotional intelligence with academic achievement in female
high school students (P <+,+V).

MTherefore, with increasing responsibility and emotional intelligence, academic
achievement also increases. Therefore, healthy parenting styles are very important to increase

the responsibility of future students and to teach curriculum planning appropriate to
adolescence, in order to help increase the responsibility of school counselors. Also, due to the
educability of emotional intelligence, school training courses in this field can, in addition to
increasing self-control and healthy interpersonal relationships, lead to an increase in students'
academic achievement.
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V. Intfroduction

oday, education is considered as the basis of cultural, social, economic and even
political development of any society in most countries (Seif, ' ¢+ +). Academic
achievement, as an important component of academic achievement, refers to an
individual's learned or acquired ability in school subjects, which is measured by
standardized comprehensive tests or teacher-made tests (Eakman, Kinney,
Schierl & Henry, Y+1). Various variables lead to academic achievement, such
as academic responsibility and emotional intelligence. Therefore, considering
the importance of academic achievement in various individual and social
dimensions, as well as the importance of academic responsibility and emotional
intelligence in adolescents and their role in student academic achievement, in a
leading study to investigation the role of academic responsibility and Emotional

intelligence was used to predict the academic achievement of female high school students.

Y. Materials and Methods

The present study was applied in terms of purpose and descriptive in terms of method. The
statistical population of the present study included all female high school students in Saveh in
Y+Y)-Y.YY of which Ye . as a sample size using Morgan sampling table and multi-stage cluster
sampling (Lottery). First one school, then two classes from each grade and a total of eight
classes were selected. Data were also collected online. With the explanation that the link of the
questions was placed in the class group. Measures also included the Schutt Emotional
Intelligence Scale (EIS), the Gough Responsibility Test Inventory (RTI), and Academic
Achievement (AA). Cronbach's total alpha in the present study was +,AY for responsibility and
+»At for emotional intelligence. The average of the two semesters of the subjects (the total
average of the academic year Y:Y)-Y+YY) was also considered as a criterion for the rate of
academic achievement.

Y. Resulis

At the level of descriptive statistics, the analysis was performed with Ye + people. Gender of All
subjects were female and their mean age was ) 1 years and a high school student. Also, the mean
and standard deviation for responsibility is Y,¢Y1 and +,A¢A, respectively; For emotional
intelligence Y,¥YA and +,YY1; And for academic achievement were obtained Y,£)+ and +,AT -,
The results showed that responsibility (+,£7) and emotional intelligence (+,1A) have a positive
and significant relationship with academic achievement (P<-:,:)). Of course, the share of
emotional intelligence is greater and its role is stronger. Responsibility and emotional
intelligence also predicted :,¢¢ and :,¢A of the Variance of academic achievement,
respectively.

Therefore, increasing responsibility leads to increasing academic achievement and, conversely,
is in line with the results of studies by Rahmani Darya Sari et al. (Y+)7), Mousavi etal. (Y+V),
Ranjbar and Bayan Far (Y+:)V). Explaining these results, it can be said that responsibility is
associated with commitment to tasks, planning and striving to achieve academic goals and
assignments that can ultimately bring academic achievement. On the other hand, when
academic achievement occurs, the student's motivation to continue on the path increases and a
so-called desirable or positive cycle begins. That is, responsibility leads to academic
achievement, progress leads to increased motivation, increased motivation leads to
responsibility and further progress.

Also, increasing emotional intelligence leads to increasing academic achievement and,
conversely, that is Concomitant with studies of Aboudi Asl (Y+Y"), Ghorbani Pile Var (Y+Y+),
Chamizo-Nieto etal. (Y+Y)). Emotional-social skills and abilities that are required for academic
success are intertwined and necessary for each other. In this regard, students with high
emotional intelligence with better management of emotions and events around, as well as no
turmoil in the context of events and developments, can better emotionally (self-control and
organization), cognitive (Pay attention and focus) and timing (hours spent studying and doing
homework). Also, as mentioned above, in addition to the positive cycle of success,
environmental incentives motivate and strengthen students to achieve further goals and further
academic achievement.
