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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted by the structural modelling of perception of parental relations and
perception of teacher-student relations with the academic vitality of gifted students, the mediating role of
emotional-social competence and perceived academic pressure.

[VETEEE The research method was correlation of structural equation modeling. The population included
all gifted students of Tehran in the academic year of 2023-2024. According to the structural equation
modeling formula, the research sample was 300 gifted students who were selected based on the criteria
for entering the study using availability sampling. To collect data, the academic vitality questionnaires of
Dehghanizadeh and Hossein Chari (2012), questionnaire of perception of parental relationships (Gronik
et al., 1997), perception of teacher-student relationships (Bilmont et al. (1992), Beauchamp et al.'s
transformational teaching scale (2010), Zhao and Ai's (2012) social-emotional competence questionnaire,
and parents' perceived academic pressure scale (Kainak et al., 2020) were used. For data analysis,

Even today, primarily in
constructive and adaptive response to all families where children are social, young and old are
kinds of challenges and obstacles in the looking for social, emotional and beneficial support,
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so the quality of family relationships has a profound effect
on the quality of life of most people, and how families
function is influenced by the very good performance of
societies Kerner and Schrodt, 2014). Hijazi and Abbasi
(2021) in a study aimed at the effect of perception of
parental relationships, teacher-student relationship and
best personal goals on academic vitality at the intergroup
level, perception of parental relationships and perception
of teacher-student relationship positively able to predict
best personal goals Students' best personal goals, in turn,
were positively related to academic vitality.

The teacher-student relationship is an important source of
social support that plays a central role in student learning
and contributes to educational outcomes as the main
aspect of the teaching profession (Rorda et al., 2011). This
explanation is obtained exclusively in a context where the
identity of communication is affected by the form of
education before it. Strong (2018) believes that the
components of a classroom organization plan include
room layout, order, specific daily routines, and a place that
provides emotional and physical safety. Given these
critical organizational elements, the teacher's classroom
design creates an environment that encourages scientific
rigor and intellectual curiosity. According to this issue,
social-emotional ability is a key and valuable factor for
students' growth due to its important nature and its
determined relationship with short and long-term positive
consequences such as responding to learning challenges,
improving academic success, and preventing risky
behaviors. It is the creation of a positive emotional state
and promotion of psychological well-being (Getts Cold et
al., 2020).

Educational systems may increase the educational
pressure of parents on their children (Shifrin & Lees,
2017). The preparation process to prepare for these exams
leads to an increase in the level of anxiety in many
students (Celik & Yildinm, 2019). School-related
pressure and parental support as predictors of change in
students' stress levels from early to mid-adolescence. The
results show that general stress levels increase from early
to mid-adolescence only for students in lower schools.
As the researches show, having academic vitality and also
trying to achieve success requires having social support,
parental relationships, teacher's educational order and
coherence and communication with the teacher in order to
improve the level of emotional and social competence in
students with special needs. And the level of perceived
academic pressure should be reduced according to their
ability, which shows the importance of the variables of the
current research in the field of education. Identifying the
antecedents and influencing factors on academic vitality

and students' capacity to deal with academic challenges
and obstacles, especially in adolescence, seems essential.
In addition, this research is important from the point of
view that identifying the antecedents of academic vitality
can be useful for teachers and counselors in formulating
different programs to increase the academic vitality of
students with special needs. Therefore, the main question
of the research is whether the model of perception of
parental relationship, perception of teacher-student
relationship with the mediation of emotional and social
competence with perceived academic pressure has a
suitable fit.

2. Materials and Methods

The research method was structural equation
modeling. The population included all gifted students
of Tehran in the academic year of 2022-2023.
According to the structural equation modeling
formula, the research sample was 300 gifted students
who were selected based on the criteria for entering the
study using availability sampling. To collect data, the

3. Results

The suitability indices are given as a result of the test of
the proposed model. The chi-square value (2 is
significant, but since this index is usually significant in
large samples, it cannot be considered as a reliable
criterion for checking the fit of the proposed model with
the data. Also, other fit indices, such as the chi-square
ratio to the degree of freedom (df/y?) with a value of
2.361 for the four-factor model, the incremental fit index
(IFI) with a value of 0.92, and the comparative fit index
(CFI) with a value of .94 0 goodness of fit index (GFI)
with a value of 0.89, Tucker-Lewis index (TLI = 0.91)
and root mean square error of approximation (RMSEA)
with a value of 0.08 for the proposed model indicate a
good fit of the proposed main model with the data Is.

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4. Discussion and Conclusion

The current research led to many implications in the
field of parent-child and teacher-student relationships
in relation to academic vitality, emotional-social
competence along with parental academic pressure in
highly intelligent teenagers. The aim of the current
research was the structural model of perception of
parental relations and perception of teacher-student
relations with the academic vitality of gifted students,
the mediating role of emotional-social competence
and perceived academic pressure. The results of the
present study showed that parental relationships have
a direct positive effect on social-emotional
competence. These results are consistent with other
studies, for example (McAdams et al., 2016; Hejazi &
Abbasi, 2021). The parent-child relationship model is
a theoretical model that shows the influence of the
dominant characteristics on the relationship between
the parent and the child, which affect the orientation
and purposeful activities of the child. In the meantime,
purposefulness is a meaningful relationship that is
observed in the chain of activities and programs of a
person over time. Therefore, creating safety and
positive parental relationships between each of the
parents and the child can become the basis for
independence, autonomy, and self-awareness, and the
perception of this capability can be the basis for
vitality and academic well-being (Lai et al., 2019).
Teacher-student relationships have a direct positive
effect on social-emotional competence. These results
are consistent with other studies for example (Glagoff
et al.,, 2021; Lee et al., 2022). In explaining these
results, it can be said that interpersonal and defined
relationships between teachers and students that are
strengthened in the context of school (relationships
with peers and teachers) help students achieve their
academic goals.

The results of the present study showed that parental
relationships have a direct negative effect on parental

academic pressure. These results are consistent with
other studies, for example (Mc-Adams et al., 2016;
Hejazi & Abbasi, 2021). In explaining this finding
based on theoretical and empirical principles, it can be
said that, when students based on their personality
type, unique personal experiences and how they
understand and interpret their relationships with their
parents along with the perception of their parents'
parenting style, attitudes, beliefs and convictions and
Also, his perception of the teachers' educational
methods, the perception of the purposeful atmosphere
that governs the classroom, and even the perception of
the parents' purposeful orientation and the way of
interaction and the degree of acceptance of the grades
obtained by the parents expressed the perception of the
family's educational pressure, the level of his desire,
motivation and enthusiasm to study. and achieving
goals decreases and this can reduce his vitality,
enthusiasm, well-being and positive perception of his
capabilities. (Line et al., 2020).
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
