1. Introduction

earning disability is a neurodevelopmental
disorder in children that occurs due to
genetic and environmental factors
affecting brain ability (Mrazik et al.,
2019). A learning disability is usually
evident in one or more important areas
of learning (reading, writing, and math) (Kouvava et
al., 2022). Learning problems in the growing age can
become the basis of their academic and social
incompatibility in the future (Krapich, Hudak-
Kenzevich and Kardom, 2015).
Learning problems are one of the main reasons for
failure in school. Students with academic learning
disabilities are not able to learn (Zhang et al., 2019).
They are mainly facing serious problems in one or
more fields and are not able to continue their studies
without using special education (Aghajani and
Hashemi  Razini, 2016). Important  neuro-
psychological features in children with learning
disabilities are deficits in attention and executive
functions, which lead to lower performance of children
with learning disabilities in various skills compared to
their normal peers (Diamond and Ling, 2020; Kiefer et
al., 2020). Therefore, it is essential to pay attention to
the academic well-being of students and to increase
their satisfaction with the school and the value of the
school (Viskremi et al., 2018). Students with a high
sense of academic well-being have positive emotions
and students with a low sense of academic well-being
have negative emotions (Diener Vetai, 2015).
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A detailed examination of academic well-being and
factors affecting it should be one of the basic goals of
education systems (Qadampour et al., 2017). The
research results can be done to know the strengths and
weaknesses of this group of students to help their
academic well-being. The purpose of this research
was to compare thinking styles and academic well-
being in students with and without learning
disabilities in Ardabil City.

2. Materials and Methods

The method of the present research is practical in terms
of its purpose, and in terms of data collection, it is
descriptive of causal-comparative (post-event) type.
The statistical population of this research included all
male students in the learning disabilities center of
Ardabil city in the academic year 2022-2023. Thirty
people were selected by the available sampling method
and also 30 normal students were selected as the
comparison group by simple random comparison
based on age, gender, educational level, and 1Q.

In order to carry out the research, after obtaining
permission from the Education Department of Ardabil
province, they went to the learning disability center
and selected 30 students with learning disabilities
using available sampling. By referring to a school
where students with learning disabilities were
studying, they were selected at the same educational
level as students without learning problems. SPSS
software version 26 was used for data analysis, and to
provide descriptive statistics of number, percentage,
mean, and standard deviation, and to provide analytical
statistics, the MANOVA multivariate analysis of
variance statistical test was used.
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3. Results

The descriptive findings of this research include
statistical indicators such as mean, standard deviation,
and number for all the variables studied in this research,
there are 30 male students with learning disabilities with
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an average age of 15.12 and a standard deviation of 1.35
and 30 male students. Normal people with an average
age of 14.17 and a standard deviation of 1.04
participated in this research

4. Discussion and Conclusion

The present study was conducted to compare thinking
styles and academic well-being in students with and
without special learning disabilities. The results of the
MANOVA test showed that students with learning
disabilities were higher in the average scores of the
first and third categories of thinking styles than the
normal group and lower than the normal group in the
second category of decision-making style (P<0.001).
The lack of research related to thinking styles and
academic well-being in students with learning
disabilities did not provide the possibility to compare
the results of this research with previous research
records; Based on this, these results are indirectly
consistent with the findings of Rostam-Oghli and
Khoshnodenia Chamachai (2013), Shafiei and
Barhemt (2020), Nemati et al (2021).

The results of the multivariate analysis of variance
showed that students with learning disabilities had
higher average scores in the academic well-being
variable than the normal group (P<0.001). These
results are indirectly consistent with the findings of
Nemati et al (2021). The results of the research showed
that there is a significant difference in academic well-
being between two groups of students with learning
disabilities and normal students. In this way, students
with learning disabilities had lower academic well-
being compared to normal students. Also, students
with learning disabilities obtained lower levels of
motivation and academic performance than students
without learning disabilities.

Limitations of the research on students with learning
disabilities in Ardabil city, lack of control of
demographic variables, and lack of examination of
learning styles from the perspective of students with
learning disabilities were the major limitations of this
study. From a practical point of view, it is
recommended to hold educational workshops based on
teaching thinking styles, creating motivation and
efforts to increase academic progress and well-being
by counselors and psychologists in schools.
